MEMORANDUM FOR 95TH MEDICAL GROUP

FROM:  95 MDG/CC

SUBJECT:  2003 Medical Readiness Training and Exercise Schedule (Revised)

1. Readiness Training.  The 95th Medical Group will conduct medical readiness 

training the 3rd Wednesday afternoon of each month at 1430.  This training may only be changed at the direction of the commander.  Training will rotate between:

a. Disaster Team and Readiness Skills Verification Program (RSVP) Training 

b. Disaster Team and UTC (Mobility Team) Training 

  2.  Exercises:  The MDG will participate in quarterly base exercises and any additional 

  exercises needed to meet the basic requirements of AFI 41-106, Medical Readiness Training

  and Planning.  Exercise are planned and scheduled by the AFFTC Inspector Generals office.

a. Full Spectrum Threat Response (FSTR):  one involving chemical/biological

casualties; one involving nuclear weapons response; and one after normal duty hours.


b.   Exercises will include:  one attack response exercise, one natural disaster response 

exercise, and one National Disaster Medical System (NDMS-Region 9) exercise.

c.   Biennial exercises will include:  one alternate treatment facility exercise.

3. Recalls:  Recalls will be held periodically at the discretion of the group and squadron 

commanders, 95 ABW/CC, or AFFTC/CC, but no fewer than 4 times per year.

4.   Readiness Training Schedule:  

a. It is the responsibility of the appointed RSVP, Disaster Team, and UTC Chiefs to 

schedule training topics, assign instructors, ensure proper training and make-up training occurs in accordance with this schedule and MDGI 41-16, MDGI 36-47 and The Team Chief Training Guide.  Chiefs will ensure statistics of attendance are forwarded to the Medical Readiness Office within 2 duty days.  Use of the standard HRD Inservice form is mandated.  Chiefs will maintain originals of all training information for inspection purposes.

      b.  RSVP and UTC Team Chiefs must coordinate training to ensure all topics are covered while limiting overlap.

      c.  Disaster Team Chiefs must coordinate inter-team training to ensure cross-functional capabilities exist.
