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AFI 11-301/AFMC Sup 1, 11 February 00, is further supplemented as follows:

This supplement applies to the 412th Test Wing and all other AFFTC aircraft organizations attached or assigned to Edwards including Det 4, 645th Materiel Squadron, USAF Plant 42, Palmdale, California; 457th Flight Test Squadron, Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio; Det 2, 452th Flight Test Squadron, Kirtland AFB, New Mexico; 410th FLTS and Det 1, 412 OG, USAF Plant 42, Palmdale, California.

1.6.1.  (AFFTC ADDED) Technical Order Options.  The technical order options for all Life Support units are listed in 412 OSS/OSCL, Operating Instructions 11-301 (OI).  Also, OI 11-301 enumerates additional procedures that become mandatory.  Any deviation or waivers to these mandatory options will be submitted in writing to the LSO for consideration.  

13.9.2.2  The Wing Life Support Officer (LSO) can accept other major command or DoD training if it meets the intent of the regulations, and a source document is provided.

13.11.5.1.  Aircraft commanders or representatives are authorized to use abbreviated egress training guides which have been approved by the Wing Life Support Officer. 

13.11.8.  All mission support personnel, both military and DOD civilians, who are on 9D-prefix orders are required to attend the 3-day initial land survival course.  This is required on a one-time basis, after which the 1-day basic continuation course will be required every 3 years. The only mission support aircrew members exempt from attending the 3-day course are those who have attended the USAFA SERE program or the USAF Combat Survival School at Fairchild AFB.  These exempt aircrew still require the 1 day course every 3 years.  Incoming mission support aircrew requiring this training have 9 months from placement on flying status with an AFFTC assigned/attached unit to complete the course.  The DFO may waive this requirement on an individual basis for up to 60 days if operational constraints so dictate. 

14.3. The Wing LSO may authorize, in writing, qualified aircrew members to give training. 

A3.1.  Jungle boots with widely spaced cleats are authorized footwear for flying personnel.  All flying personnel operating an aircraft in cold weather environments may wear mukluks/sorels instead of flight boots.

A3.1.2.  Supplement Survival Kits, i.e., Arctic Kits, will be installed on all aircraft on Arctic/Antarctic flights.

A3.2.1.  Ejection Seat Aircraft:  As a minimum, wear Nomex (or equivalent) coveralls, Nomex (or equivalent) gloves and flight boots.  Wear flight jacket when ground temperature at origin, destination, or enroute is 50 degrees F or below.  Non-Ejection Seat Aircraft:  As a minimum, wear Nomex (or equivalent) coveralls, Nomex (or 

equivalent) gloves and flight boots.  Have flight jacket available when ground temperature at origin, destination, or enroute is 50 degrees F or below.  Aircraft commanders ensure crewmembers and passengers are properly clothed.

A3.2.1.1. (AFFTC ADDED) ARCTIC/ANTARCTIC FLIGHTS:  As a minimum, aircrew members are required the following clothing (per person):

A3.2.1.1.1.  Jackets, Winter, Type CWU-45/p with Hood (or equivalent), one

A3.2.1.1.2.  Boots, Mukluk, Type N-1b, one

A3.2.1.1.3.  Insole, Mukluk, one

A3.2.1.1.4.  Liner, Mukluk, one pair

A3.2.1.1.5.  Socks, Wool, one pair

A3.2.1.1.6.  Helmet, Type B-9, one (wool stocking cap)

A3.2.1.1.7.  Mittens, Type N-4B, one pair

A3.2.1.1.8.  Glasses, Sun, one pair

A3.2.1.1.9.  Underwear, Nomex, Type CWU-43/P “Nomex”, one

A3.2.1.1.10.  Undershirt, Nomex, Type CWU-44/P, “Nomex”, one

A3.2.1.1.11.  Trousers, Aircrew, Type F-1B, one

NOTE 1: (AFFTC ADDED) TO 1-1-641, Paragraph 2e, defines Arctic flights as “flights between the meridians of 15-180 West Longitude (exclusive of Iceland) above the 50th parallel of North Latitude between the dates 1 Oct to 15 April.”  Transoceanic flights are exempt. (This exemption applies only to deployments or redeployments.)

NOTE 2: (AFFTC ADDED) For the purpose of this supplement, Antarctic flights are defined as flights south of the 50th parallel of  South Latitude (exclusive of the South American Mainland).  Transoceanic flights are exempt. The exceptions do not necessarily apply to test missions when there is an increased risk.
A5.9.  All non-automatic back style parachutes, except National 490 (N490) parachutes, will have personal locator beacons installed.  Minimum Survival Kit (SRU-16/P) and riser hook blade knives will be installed on all parachutes, except ACES II, C-12, and N490 parachutes.  All torso harnesses will have an SRU-16/P installed except U-2 aircraft.

A5.12.  The DFO is the approval authority for life support/survival equipment configurations on contractor/production aircraft.

A5.13.  Anti-Exposure suits. Squadron Commanders have the option to waive anti-exposure suits if the requirements in AFI 11-301/AFMCSUP1 are considered.

A5.14.1.2.  Life raft requirements are waived when over-water portion of the flight is during departure or approach phase.

A7.3.3.  All personnel receiving training should wear all required flight clothing/equipment (i.e. flight suits, gloves, g-suits, helmets, etc) while participating in the exercises.

A8.3.3.  All personnel receiving training should wear all required flight clothing/equipment (i.e. flight suits, gloves, g-suits, helmets, etc) while participating in the exercises.
