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This supplement establishes the Air Force Flight Test Center (AFFTC) responsibilities and procedures for the scheduling and operation of the Edwards Flight Test Range (EFTR).  This instruction applies to all personnel who are assigned to Edwards AFB, including contractor personnel.  





AFI 13-212, 7 August 2001 is supplemented as follows:  


1.2.  Description of Ranges.  The EFTR consists of the restricted and special use airspace, test facilities, and test support systems located at Edwards AFB or under the control of the AFFTC Commander (CC).  These include but are not limited to the R-2515 Restricted Area Complex; the facilities and systems that comprise the range instrumentation array, unique aircraft, and avionics test facilities; and the Edwards Precision Impact Range Area (PIRA).  The PIRA is operated as a Class B range with the capability to operate Class A as dictated by mission requirements.


1.3.  Operation and Range Classifications.  Detailed procedures for operation of the EFTR are contained in AFFTCI 11-1, Air Crew Operations, and AFFTCI 11-2, Ground Agency Operations.  All range users shall consult these documents before planning or scheduling operations.	The 412 TW/ENR (Range Division) is designated the responsible agency at the AFFTC for determination and designation of range status and disposition, to include identifying active, inactive, and closed range facilities.





2.7.  Responsibilities.   The scheduling and operation of the EFTR is a joint effort shared by multiple agencies responsible for the diverse functions associated with the AFFTC mission.  The following are delegated the daily scheduling, operation, maintenance, and management responsibilities of the EFTR.  These individual agencies are responsible for planning and programming for resources within their areas of responsibility:


               Flight Operations:  412 OG


Airspace Management:  412 OSS


Range Operations:  412 TW/ENR


Environmental Compliance:  AFFTC/EM


Electronic Combat:  412 TW/EW


	UXO Management:  95 ABW/CED


2.7.8.  Range Safety.  The Chief, Range Safety Office (412 TW/ENROR) is directly responsible to the AFFTC Chief of Safety (AFFTC/SE) and the AFFTC/CC for the management and execution of all aspects of the range safety mission.  The Chief, Range Safety office shall ensure compliance with the provisions of AFI 13-212, Range Planning and Operations.


2.7.10.  Range Operations Officer (ROO).  Unless otherwise delegated by the AFFTC/CC, the Chief, Range Operations Branch, 412 TW/ENRO, is assigned the duties and responsibilities of Range Operations Officer pursuant to the requirement outlined in AFI 13-212, Chapter 2, paragraph 2.7.10.


2.7.11.  Range Control Officer (RCO).  At the AFFTC, the functions of the RCO as described in AFI 13-212 are fulfilled by the Range Safety Officer (RSO).  Under Class B Range Operations, the RSO function is delegated to the Range Safety personnel assigned to the Downfall Range Control Facility (412 TW/ENROR) and/or the SPORT Radar Control Facility IAW AFFTCI 11-1, Air Crew Operations and AFFTCI 11-2, Ground Agency Operations.  Class A Range Operations are conducted IAW AFFTCI 11-1.


4.1.3.2.3.  Recreation and Education Programs.  The shared use of the PIRA for recreation purposes is incompatible with the flight test mission and public safety responsibilities.  Requests for access by the public will be handled on a case-by-case basis through the AFFTC Office of Public Affairs (AFFTC/PA).


5.1.  Electronic Combat Training Operations.  The Electronic Warfare Directorate (412 TW/EW) is designated the responsible agency at the AFFTC for all aspects of EW development, test, evaluation, and training.  The EW Directorate shall ensure compliance with the provisions of AFI 13-212, Range Planning and Operations, as they relate to EW activities.  


6.1. Reporting Requirements.  The Range Division (412 TW/ENR) shall develop and maintain the range comprehensive plan and ensure compliance with the reporting requirements as outlined in AFI 13-212.  All other AFFTC organizations shall support 412 TW/ENR as necessary to satisfy these requirements.  


7.1.  Range Maintenance.  The Range Division (412 TW/ENR) shall establish a Range maintenance program and ensure compliance with the reporting requirements as outlined in AFI 13-212. 


8.1.  Policy and Procedures for Use of Depleted Uranium.  The use of depleted uranium on the AFFTC PIRA is not authorized. 
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
