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AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 7, is supplemented as follows:

7.9.2.3.  In most cases, the initiator (as identified by the input device number) will be responsible for ensuring the correct actions are taken to clear the reject.  All rejects produced while processing in SATS will appear as input device 803, so the initiator must be determined by reviewing SATS records.  Delinquent 469 Rejects and other rejects that can not be cleared because the item record is frozen will be charged to Inventory until one duty day after the item record is unfrozen.

7.9.2.4 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Outside agencies will designate the primary and alternate reject monitors for their areas.  They will also develop procedures to prevent delinquency of those rejects that require action by another agency.

7.9.5 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Control of cumulative rejects.  Responsibilities and procedures for controlling cumulative rejects are as follows:

7.9.5.1 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  All supply flights and outside agencies with terminal input capability other than INQ are responsible for managing the reject program within their areas.  Flight Managers will monitor reject clear inputs to ensure that only valid reasons are used.

7.9.5.2 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Reject monitors will review the Daily Cumulative Reject Listing (D818) daily, advise the flight manager of the problem areas, and take immediate action to resolve the cause of the reject.

7.9.5.3 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  The Procedures and Analysis reject monitor will:

7.9.5.3.1 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Review the reject listing to ensure rejects are corrected and cleared within prescribed timeframes.

7.9.5.3.2 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Advise the Process Improvement Coordinator of the number of rejects six days or older.

7.9.5.3.3 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Review the Base Supply Surveillance, D20 listing, Part 9, to insure a valid reason is used for clearing the rejects.

7.9.5.4 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  Agencies outside Base Supply will comply with this supplement as written.  Noncompliance will be addressed to the Chief of Supply.

7.9.5.5 (ADDED) (95 MSG/LGR).  If a reject exceeds seven days, the respective Flight Manager will advise the Contract Manager of the status of the reject.
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
