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AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 17, is supplemented as follows:

17.3.1.  (Added-AFFTC).  Special Purpose Recoverable Authorized Maintenance (SPRAM) assets issued to prevent a Mission Capability (MICAP) condition.

17.3.1.1.  (Added-AFFTC).  When a SPRAM asset is found during normal duty hours:

17.3.1.1.1.  (Added-AFFTC).  Establish a MEMO due-out with a TEX code 7.

17.3.1.1.2.  (Added-AFFTC).  Prepare the AF Form 2005, Issue/Turn-in Request, place the due-out document number in the mark for field, and process the TIN.

17.3.1.1.3.  (Added-AFFTC).  Delivery personnel will leave a signed copy of the AF Form 2005 with the losing organization and deliver the asset to the gaining organization.

17.3.1.2.   (Added-AFFTC).  When a SPRAM asset is found after normal duty hours:

17.3.1.2.1.  (Added-AFFTC).  After-hours personnel will establish a MEMO due-out with a TEX code 7 and a post-post DOR will be prepared.

17.3.1.2.2.  (Added-AFFTC).  Prepare the AF Form 2005 as follows: TEX 6, Activity code D, Demand Code N, and the due-out document number in the mark for field.

17.3.1.2.3.  (Added-AFFTC).  Sign the TIN and leave a copy of the AF Form 2005 with the organization turning the asset in, then take the asset to the gaining organization and obtain a signature for the DOR.  NOTE:  If it is a paperwork transaction only (asset remains within the organization) the delivery driver still takes the TIN and DOR to the organization and obtains the required signatures.

17.3.1.2.4. (Added-AFFTC).  All documentation will be placed together and forwarded to Customer Service the next duty day.

17.3.1.2.5.  (Added-AFFTC).  The next duty day, Customer Service will process the post-post TIN/DOR. 
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
