24.11.1.2.  The unit processing the TRN should use the appropriate organization and shop code for the document number.  The following production control identification numbers may also be used as the shop code of the TRN document number:

24.11.1.5.  For TRN’s processed by Supply, the TRN monitor will maintain a suspense file of AFTO Form 350 by organizational code and stock number until the TRN transaction appears on the Daily Document Register (D04).

24.12.2.  The single copy SATS label will remain with the property through the repair cycle.  Supply personnel will not print extra copies of the label but photocopies are authorized 

*24.13.  Receiving, in building 3735, is the primary location for processing DIFM turn-ins.

24.20.  Process the D23, DIFM Detail Listing, daily.  The shop scheduler and/or other maintenance personnel will notify RCS or Production Control on all DIFM assets received or status changes to update the DIFM detail record.  Maintenance organizations may process their own DFM status updates by using screen 480 in CAMS, enabling the most current status to be reflected on the DIFM detail.  Receiving will review the D23 daily to ensure the correct DIFM status codes are being used.

24.38.1.  Buildup Supply Points will be maintenance operated.

24.60.2.  The TCTO Monitor will request the processing of utility program 49E to obtain TCTO kit reconciliation listing from SBSS database records.

24.60.4.  The Supply TCTO Monitor and the Maintenance Control Officer will schedule a monthly meeting to reconcile any differences in the TCTO program.

24A7.3.  Copy three of the I122 management notice will be distributed to the applicable shop.
