AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 25 is supplemented as follows:

25.4.3.7 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Hazardous material (IEX 8, 9, or M).

25.4.4.  IEX Codes 8, 9, and M also will not be used.

25.7.2.1.  The threshold letter will be validated annually as part of the annual review.  Validation may be done by phone or in writing.

25.7.2.3. (ADDED-AFFTC).  The Unit Commander will appoint, in writing, both primary and alternate Unit Bench Stock Monitors.  The appointment letter will include a request for a SATS Smart Card.  Prior to assuming responsibility, monitors must attend Block I and Block II Training.  Only appointed Bench Stock Monitors are permitted to request changes to the bench stock account.  The appointment letter will be validated annually during the annual review.

25.11.1.4.2.  The M04 will use 60 stockage days for computations.

*25.11.1.5.  The Customer Service Unit (CSU) will provide a standard Bench Stock support agreement to each supported activity.  The Customer & Systems Support Manager and the requesting activity’s Maintenance Support Officer will sign the agreement, which will be filed in CSU for as long as the organization maintains a bench stock.  The Organizational Bench Stock Monitor’s responsibilities include, but are not limited to inventory, ordering, binning, and requesting changes.

25.12.5.  Request for special levels will be submitted for Chief of Supply (COS) approval IAW Chapter 19.  In most cases, special levels will only be approved for new items or new bench stock accounts.  After one year, the level will normally be deleted and stockage will be based on demand.  Exceptions must fully explain why the stockage levels in SBSS are insufficient to meet customer requirements.

*25.16.3.1.  Organizations with Core Automated Maintenance System (CAMS) capability will input their routine bench stock replenishment requests following a weekly walk through.  The organizations without CAMS access will contact CSU to place their weekly order.

*25.17.2.  Urgent fills will be processed using the option in Para 25.17.2.1.  SATS processing does not permit the use of TRIC 1BS for an immediate fill.

25.17.2.2.  Pickup & Delivery is responsible for the delivery of bench stock issues.

25.19.  Pickup & Delivery is responsible for the delivery of bench stock DOR’s.

*25.23.2.  The M04 will be processed monthly and will be available on the supply reports website.  Customers are not required to return the M04 to CSU, but it is the recommended method to request changes to a bench stock account.

25.23.3.1.  The semiannual bench stock review will be conducted annually at the same time as the annual review.

25A1.4.1.  SATS processing will be used to receipt for bench stock deliveries.

25A3.4, Table 25A3.1, Note 17.  The Master Bench Stock Record load will reflect the applicable part number in card columns 65-74 if requested by the organizational bench stock monitor.

25A4.4, Table 25A4.1, Note 11.  The Master Bench Stock Record change will reflect the applicable part number in card column 65-74 if requested by the organizational bench stock monitor.
