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AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 26, is supplemented as follows:

26.15.  Customer Service personnel will requisition replenishment assets for High Priority Mission Support Kits (HPMSK) after coordinating with the supported unit.

26.26.2.2.  Manual accounting of HPMSK will be performed by deploying personnel using a spreadsheet and identifying to supply for processing upon return for deployment.
26.46.2.  When C bags are returned with items that are unjustifiably opened, unsealed, missing or damaged, the items will be replaced using the processes in Para 26.46.4.  

26.46.4.  The unit will be responsible for the replacement costs of all missing or damaged  mobility bag items discovered during the joint inspection at Base Supply.  Supply Readiness will prepare a letter for the Chief of Supply to notify the individual’s Unit Commander of the required replacement items and the total cost.  This signed letter will be on file prior to establishing due-outs against the individual’s organization.  The delivery destination will be marked for Base Supply Readiness.
