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AFI 36-2903, 18June 1998, is supplemented as follows:

SUMMARY OF CHANGES:  This instruction has been changed to include new guidance on the Gortex jacket insignia and base no-hat areas.

1.1.  Commanders and first sergeants have the responsibility to interpret appearance concerns which are not specifically referenced in this supplement or the basic instruction.  Specific areas of base-wide concern will be addressed through the Air Force Flight Test Center (AFFTC) Commander for resolution, then uniformly enforced throughout AFFTC.

Table 1.1.  Health and Wellness Center (HAWC) clothing requirements.  HAWC assigned-military personnel are authorized the option to wear civilian clothing while performing military duties in connection with their assignment.  All standards of military dress and appearance outlined in AFI 36-2903 will be followed when wearing this uniform.  The following are the civilian uniform style limitations and requirements for the Edwards AFB HAWC.


a.
HAT.  Must wear the designed squadron baseball hat worn with BDUs.  If the squadron does not have a designated hat, a Services-provided baseball hat with logo must be worn with civilian attire.


b.
SHIRT.  Must wear a polo type shirt, cotton navy blue, with collar and “Health and Wellness Center” displayed on the front of the shirt.  The shirt must be tucked in at all times.  Standard military style name tag, worn on right side of chest wth two lines.  First line will have name and rank.  The second line will have the HAWC duty position.  Both name tag and shirt will be provided by Services.


c.
TROUSERS.  Must be of a semi-dress nature (nylon, navy blue), no cuffs, and of a size that comfortably fits the wearer; legs of pants must extend to the top of low-cut shoes as a minimum, and not past the middle of the tongue of shoe as a maximum.  Trousers will be provided by Services.  NOTE:  Skirts or dresses will not be worn with this uniform combination.


d.
SHORTS.  Must be of a semi-dress nature, navy blue, a minimum five inch inseam not to exceed eight inches, no cuffs, and of a size that comfortably fits the wearer.  Shorts will not be provided by Services.


e.
SOCKS.  Cotton, white only and will extend above the ankle as a minimum when worn with shorts.  Socks will be provided by the member.
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f.
SHOES.  Athletic shoes in white, black, blue or any combination thereof.  Shoes will be provided by member.


g.
BELT.  Must be of a solid black, unpatterned nature, and the end must not extend more than five inches past buckle.

Table 1.1.
Community Activity Center dress requirements.  Military personnel are authorized to wear the following civilian clothing while performing duties at the Community Activity Center.  All standards of military dress and appearance outlined in AFI 36-2903 will be followed when wearing this uniform.


a.
SHIRT.  Must be the issued polo-type shirt with collar.  The shirt must be tucked in at all times.  The designated colors are blue and mango. 


b.
TROUSERS.  Must be of a semi-dress nature and black in color.  Pants must fit comfortably and not be excessively tight or loose.  Trousers are provided by Services.  NOTE:  Skirts or dresses will not be worn with this uniform combination.


c.
NAME TAG.  A name tag will be worn at all times while in uniform.  The name tag will display rank, name, and title of wearer.  The name tag will be issued by Services.


d.
SHOES.  Shoes will be conservative and black in color.  No sandals, open toe, or tennis shoes will be worn.

FIGURE 2.11, Note 5 & TABLE 2.2, Line 7.  Air Force Research Laboratory (AFRL) personnel are authorized to wear the AFRL subdued unit emblem on the left breast pocket of their BDU shirt and field jacket.  Aircrew members are authorized to wear the colored AFRL emblem on the flight dress uniform (IAW AFI 36-2903 and AFMC Supplement 1) when placing emblems on aircrew uniforms.

TABLE 2.2. Line 6, TABLE 2.4. Line 9.  Baseball Cap.  Approved organizational baseball caps may be worn with BDUs, except during contingencies and exercises.  Organizational baseball caps will be olive drab/camouflage with silk screen subdued letters, numerals and/or organizational emblem.  Center emblem above the visor.  Modest stripes, drab/camouflage, one inch wide to include black edging, will be used to delineate organizational lettering and numbering, 5/8 inches in size, black color, on the front crown.  AFRL personnel are authorized (optional) to wear the AFRL black style baseball cap.

Note: All other units that do not fall under the designations must submit requests for design and wear approval to AFFTC/CCC, through 95 MSS/DPMPS, prior to wear and inclusion in the base supplement.
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TABLE 2.2,  Line 11.  TABLE 2.4,  Line 14.  Silk screen unit emblems are authorized for wear on BDU and flight black T-shirts only.  Unit emblems will not exceed five inches in diameter and will be worn on the left side of the T-shirt, with a starting point six to eight inches below and centered on the left shoulder seam.  Unit emblems may be full color or subdued.

TABLE 2.2,  Line 11 & TABLE 2.4,  Line 14.   FOR AFRL PERSONNEL:  Authorized  to  wear  (optional)  black T-shirts with the AFRL logo with their BDU and flight dress uniforms.  Organizational emblems are authorized on the T-shirts.  Logos and lettering outside the logos are not.

*TABLE 2.7.  Designated No-Hat/No-Salute Areas.


a.
The AAFES Service Station and military gas station are designated no-hat/no-salute areas.


b.
Special unit functions at Arnold and Branch Parks, upon approval of unit commanders.


c.
Walkway between Building 1 and Court House.


d.
Designated AAFES and Services outside eating areas while consuming a meal, this includes outside BX, Club Muroc patio, golf course patio.


e.
Areas on the aircraft side of the flight line fence.


f.
Inside the fence of the Civil Engineering Group or Transportation Squadron compounds while performing official duties.


g.
Fenced in  portion of the Avionics Test and Integration Complex (ATIC).

3.1.
Organizational Clothing and Equipment.


a.
Functional Cold Weather Undergarments (i.e. sweaters, sleep shirts, etc.).  Cold weather undergarments may be worn as an outer garment in the immediate work area only.  When worn as an outer garment, the sleeves will not be rolled or pushed up.  When worn as an undergarment, the collar will not overlap the collar of the BDU shirt and no part of the undergarment may be visible below the bottom of the shirt. 


b.
Navy  Blue  or  Black  Watchcap.   The  watchcap  is  authorized  for  wear  only  on  the  flightline 1 November through 31 March.


c.
Reflective belts and vests are authorized for use when in uniform for safety purposes.  Reflective tape is not authorized on military clothing items.


*d.

Gortex Jacket.  Reference AFMC Sup 1 to Table 1-1, AFI 36-2903.  In addition, when the approved cloth rank insignia (subdued) becomes available it will be mandatory for wear by all personnel on the Gortex jacket front tab.  Members who perform aircraft maintenance or other duties where metal grade insignia presents a safety hazard, are exempt from wearing metal grade insignia at all times.

TABLE 3.6.  Crew members.  Flight suits and flight jackets for flying personnel will be configured as follows:  Place the name ASNP on the left side of the chest.  The ASNP will follow the design and configuration outlined in Table 2.2., Line 12 and Table 2.4., Line 15.  Wear the MAJCOM emblem on the right side of the chest.  Wear the AFFTC, 412 TW, 95 ABW, or Test Pilot School emblem on the left shoulder.  Wear organizational emblem on the right shoulder, i.e., unit patches approved by Air Force heraldry.   Scarves  are  authorized  for  wear with  flight clothing.   Wing Commanders will determine 
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the color/design of the scarf, as long as uniformity is met.  For selected occasions, i.e., VIP visits, open house events, etc., wear of the scarves may be made mandatory at the discretion of the Wing Commander.  CWU-36P Nomex flight jackets issued for flying duties will be worn with flight suits only.  They will not be worn with BDU or any other service uniforms.
