AFI 25-201, 1 Dec 96, is supplemented as follows: 

SUMMARY OF CHANGES:  AFI 25-201/AFFTC Sup 1 has been revised to accurately reflect the office symbol changes caused as a result of reorganization at the Air Force Flight Test Center.  Additionally, references to the "Analytical Reports Gathering & Updating System (ARGUS)" has been changed to the general term of "database".  This change was implemented as a result of a projected transition from "ARGUS" to the "Job Order Costs Accounting System (JOCAS)".  Use of the general term "database" will eliminate the need for future updates based on this projected, and any future, system changes.

1.2.  A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) or a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) which defines the responsibilities of the supplier and associate (tenant) for a functional area will be coordinated with AFFTC/XPX, Plans and Policies Division.  The MOU/MOA will be referenced in the Interservice Support Agreement.  When possible, MOUs and MOAs will be incorporated into the Interservice Support Agreement during the review cycle.

2.2.  At AFFTC, the Office of Primary Responsibility (OPR) or Installation Support Agreement Manager for the interservice support agreement program is AFFTC/XPX, Plans and Policies Division.  All actions affecting agreements will be coordinated with this office.  These actions include reaccomplishing, reviewing, revising, terminating, or initiating a new agreement. 

2.4.  At AFFTC, each organization will designate the position within the organization authorized to commit resources for the interservice support agreement program and a primary and an alternate point of contact for interservice support agreements.  The information will be furnished in writing, signed by the two-letter chief, to AFFTC/XPX, Plans and Policies Division.  95 ABW units will provide this information through 95 MSG/LGRR to AFFTC/XPX.  Each organization will update this information as required.

5.1.  AFFTC/XPX will staff base support issues to 95 MSG/LGRR.  95 MSG/LGRR will prepare a negotiated, integrated response of all ABW functionals into a single document to AFFTC/XPX for incorporation into the Interservice Support Agreement.

5.3.  At AFFTC, the Director of Plans and Programs, AFFTC/XP or their representative are the only individuals delegated authority to approve interservice support agreements for organizations assigned to AFFTC including geographically separated units (GSUs).  In addition, the Comptroller, AFFTC/FM or the budget office AFFTC/FMA are the only authorized signatures for Comptroller coordination on interservice support agreements for organizations assigned to AFFTC, including GSUs.
