A1.3. PROCEDURES.

A1.3.1. Use numerical suffix assigned by the applicable organization.  Formation flights may use the lead aircraft call sign or use the call sign of the individual aircraft.

A1.3.2. All foreign national aircraft commanders flying in the R-2508 Complex will use a “90-series” call sign (e.g. Cobra 95). For units that use tail numbers as call signs, add the number nine (9) to the beginning of the numerical portion of the call sign. Foreign national pilots or other crewmembers that are flying with a US pilot-on-board need not use the 90-series call sign.
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
