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ASC/VXYC………….1

This instruction implements AFPD 21-2, Nonnuclear and Nuclear Munitions, by assigning responsibilities and establishing procedures for acquisition and review of technical data necessary to ensure safe and efficient testing, storage, assembly, disassembly, inspection, maintenance, modification and disposal of munitions and munitions components. It applies to all activities involved in munitions development, testing or modification on the Air Force Flight Test Center (AFFTC) complex.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS:  This instruction has been revised in content and is in compliance with recently changed Air Force policies and procedures. Changed reference AFMAN 24-204(I), Preparing Hazardous Materials for Military Air Shipments  to AFJI 24-210, Packaging of Hazardous Material, para 4.6.2.

1.  Policy on Preparation and Delivery of Technical Data.  The timely preparation and delivery of accurate, adequate technical data for munitions and munitions components will be considered equal in importance to completion and delivery of test hardware. Munitions shipped to Edwards AFB for which this data has not been provided will be impounded and disposition action taken as appropriate. No test mission will be scheduled until the required technical data has been reviewed and approved in accordance with paragraph 3 of this instruction.

2.  Technical Data Information Requirements.  Data Item Descriptions (DID) in the format of DI-SAFT-80182 (Technical Data for Munitions) and DI-SAFT-80931, Section I - Explosive Ordinance Disposal (EOD) Procedures, are required in all cases; this includes modifications to munitions. When the required DID information is already published in technical data such as Preliminary Technical Orders, Developmental Program Manuals, Procedural Support Data, other service Technical Manuals, or Air Force Technical Orders, the DID requirement can be fulfilled by providing the published technical data along with a cover letter in the format of DI-SAFT-80182 and DI-SAFT-80931, Section I. In the cover letter, specifically identify where the detailed information required can be found in the accompanying technical data and/or where different data are to be applied. Air Force Technical Orders will always be given precedence when determining which technical data will be used. Attachment 1 is a consolidated form of the required information. It may be used by the technical writer to ensure all areas have been covered.

3.  Routing, Review, and Approval of Technical Data.
3.1.  The responsible agency, as defined in paragraph 4, compiles the required technical data and forwards the munitions procedures to the Safety Office (AFFTC/SE) and the EOD procedures to the EOD Division 95th Air Base Wing Civil Engineering Directorate (95 ABW/CED), not later than 30 days prior to the arrival of items to Edwards AFB.

3.2. The AFFTC/SE will coordinate munitions data packages with Weapons Safety (AFFTC/SEW) as required. When the munitions data package is approved, AFFTC/SEW will forward it to Quality Assurance 412 MX/MXQ no later than 14 days prior to arrival of the test item.

3.3. The 412 MX/MXQ will process the technical data package and forward it to the Munitions Flight (412 EMS/MXMW) no later than 7 days prior to arrival of the test item.

4.  Responsibilities.
4.1.  For all items tested on the AFFTC complex, the test and program manager within the applicable systems program office (SPO) or the director of the SPO cadre will:

4.1.1.  Compile the complete munitions technical data package and send it to AFFTC/SEW and forward EOD procedures to 95 ABW/CED at least 30 days prior to arrival of item.

4.1.2. If technical data is to be rescinded, send a letter through AFFTC/SEW and 412 EMS/MXMW.

4.1.3.  Conduct annual review of the munitions technical data packages.  Provide AFFTC/SEW and 
412 EMS/MXMW with supplemental information, as required.

4.2.  The AFFTC/SEW will:

4.2.1.  Ensure it is provided with container Certification of Equivalency (COE) for packaging, if required.

4.2.2.  Ensure a demilitarization code is furnished for each item according to AFMAN 23-110 V2  CD, USAF Supply Manual.
4.2.3.  Review contractor developed munitions technical data for compliance with the requirements of this instruction and advise the contractor of any deficiencies in the data package.

4.2.4.  Ensure an Interim Hazard Classification for munitions is being stored or tested at the AFFTC complex.

4.2.5.  Coordinate changes to munitions technical data packages with the test manager and 412 MX/MXQ as appropriate.  Ensure that all changes do not affect safety. An example of a technical data change would be the extension of the items shelf or service life. Include changer's initials and office symbol to all pen and ink changes.

4.2.6.  The AFFTC/SEW reviews and approves all munitions technical data packages intended for use by the 
412th Test Wing (412 TW).

4.2.7. The AFFTC/SEW will ensure all munitions technical data packages contain sufficient safety requirement information for 412 EMS/MXMW to safely accomplish its mission.

4.3.  The 95 ABW and 412 TW Commanders will:

4.3.1  Ensure all test requesters provide technical data to AFFTC/SEW and to 95 ABW/CED at least 30 days prior to arrival of items.

4.3.2.  Ensure AFFTC test or task directives specify the offices or individuals responsible for providing technical data.

4.4.  The 412th Maintenance Group Commander (412 MX/CC) will:

4.4.1.  Ensure 412 EMS/MXMW is the focal point to receive all approved munitions technical data packages.

4.4.2.  Ensure 412 MX/MXQ conducts the final review and approval for 412 MX and forwards munitions technical data packages to 412 EMS/MXMW not later than 7 days prior to the arrival of  the test item.  Disapproved packages will be returned to the applicable agency.

4.5.  The 412 EMS/MXMW will:

4.5.1.  Impound and place in condition code “J” (suspended from issue and use, condition unknown) all munitions items received without an AFFTC/SEW-approved munitions technical data package.

4.5.2.  Notify the test manager, SPO and AFFTC/SEW that munitions items have been impounded until approved technical data is received.  Impoundment will not exceed 30 days.

4.5.3.  Submit an AF Form 191 (Ammunition Disposition Request) for each item impounded in excess of 30 days.

4.5.4. In-check onto accountable records, store and allocate all munitions items with approved technical data within 5 working days.

4.5.5. Prepare a DD Form 1348-6 (DoD Single Line Item Requisition System Document) on each local stock number assigned.

4.5.6. If no technical data is received within 30 days, dispose of impounded munitions according to AFI 21-201, Combat Ammunition System Procedures.  

NOTE:  Every effort must be made to avoid unwarranted destruction of government assets.

4.6. Aeronautical Systems Center Technical Support Division (ASC/VXYC) will:

4.6.1. Evaluate munitions packaging, handling and transport data submitted by test managers.

4.6.2. Process applications for certification of equivalency in packaging and waivers to the provisions of 
AFJI 24-210 Packaging of Hazardous Material. Coordinate shipping instructions for hazardous materials to ensure compliance with DoD and Department of Transportation  regulations.

4.6.3. Evaluate packaging of munitions for compliance with Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations.

4.7.  For programs where acquisition responsibility is assigned to ASC, the ASC/CC will ensure the project engineer acquires the technical documentation for all research and development projects covered by this instruction. Statements of Work, Military Interdepartmental Purchase Requests and project orders will, at a minimum, include the appropriate DID directing delivery of the data according to paragraph 2.
