Air Force Flight Test Center Contract Management Division, AFFTC/PKM�The contract administration component identified in DLAH 4105.4, DOD Directory of Contract Administration Services Components, as the organization for contract matters with DOD/NASA contractors performing programs at AFFTC.�����Base Operating Support (BOS) Activities�Command and staff organizations, 95 ABW and all other activities not included under "Mission/Mission Support" organizations in this glossary.�����Customer/User�Any agency requesting work from AFFTC.�����Customer Order�The document which provides funds.  It may be in the form of a Project Order, Fund Cite Authorization (FCA), Military Interdepartmental Purchase Request, NASA Defense Purchase Request or Company Purchase Order.�����Direct Costs�The costs of resources used during testing or maintained for a particular program.�����Indirect Costs�Costs of organizations within a mission organization.�����Institutional Funding�Obligation Authority received directly from HQ AFMC.�����Job Order Number�Identification number assigned to a specific customer test program, associate, or work task.�����Mission Organizations�The AFFTC mission organizations are the 412th Test Wing and the 95th Aerospace Medicine Squadron.�����Overhead�Costs of base support organizations.  Excludes costs directly identified to programs under direct costing policies.�����Performing Activity/Cost�The element within an organization Center which actually does the work, such as the Test Support Range Division, Equipment Management Squadron, etc.�������Program�Any program, project or task identified with a separate Job Order Number.  Term is used interchangeably with project and job order.���

��Program Analyst�The representative within the responsible organization's program office who plans and coordinates AFFTC support for the customer.�����Business Manager�The representative within the test program's combined test force (CTF), who plans and coordinates test execution and is responsible for restaffing needed changes in AFFTC commitments.�����Program Introduction Document (PID)�The initial formal request by a customer for the AFFTC to conduct or support a program.  The PI form prescribed by the Universal Documentation System is preferred.  Letters, messages and other means are also acceptable PIs.�����Program Manager�The AFFTC representative responsible for directing the work effort.  This includes directing the preparation of the test concept, requesting support to other agencies and performing other effort toward fulfilling AFFTC's Statement of Capability objective.  The term "program manager" is interchangeable with project manager.�����Reimbursements�This item is used for both refund and reimbursement-type transactions and applies to costs which are ultimately paid by the customer.�����Resource Advisor�The person appointed by the resource manager to perform the specific tasks of resource management.�����Resource Managers�The chiefs of all staff agencies, unit commanders and directors.�����Standard Rate�Product/Service rates as described in the JOCAS II Users Guide.�����Statement of Capability�AFFTC's official response to a customer's request for support.  It contains any constraints or limitations for AFFTC support and includes an estimate of costs.�����Test and Evaluation (T&E)�Includes development test and evaluation and operational test and evaluation as defined in AFI 99-101, Developmental Test and Evaluation.��
