AFI 11-209, 17 February 1994 is supplemented as follows:





This supplement implements AFI 11-209, Air Force Participation in Aerial Events. It expands on the guidance provided in AFI 11-209, as supplemented, and applies to all AFFTC units. It does not apply to Air National Guard or the Air Force Reserves.

3.3.  (HQ AFMC SUP 1) Submit requests requiring AFFTC/CC or 412 OG/CC approval at least 30 days prior to event. The director of flight operations (DFO) is the delegated approval authority for static displays and flyovers which are performed at Edwards Air Force Base. Submit requests for on-base events directly to the 412th Operations Group Commander (412 OG/CC) for approval. The AFFTC/CC is the approval authority for off-base requests. Submit requests requiring AFFTC/CC approval to AFFTC/PA and the 412th Operations Group Commander (412 OG/CC) in turn. 412 OG/CC will solicit unit support and will inform AFFTC/PA of intent. AFFTC/PA will then forward the request and 412 OG/CC intent to AFFTC/CC for approval. After AFFTC/CC approval/disapproval AFFTC/PA will inform the requester and 412 OG/CC of the decision. AFFTC/PA will also inform AFMC/DOO of intent.





*3.3.1.  (ADDED) (HQ AFMC SUP 1) Submit requests requiring MAJCOM/CC or higher approval to AFFTC/PA 40 days prior to the specified lead times in AFIs 11-209 and 35-201, Community Relations. AFFTC/PA will coordinate requests with 412 OG/CC and AFFTC/CC, then forward to HQ AFMC/CC or higher for approval.





*3.3.2.  (ADDED) (HQ AFMC SUP 1) Submit requests requiring HQ AFMC/CC approval to AFFTC/PA 40 days prior to any event when the lead time is not specified in AFIs 11-209 or 35-201. AFFTC/PA will coordinate requests with 412 OG/CC and AFFTC/CC, then forward to HQ AFMC/CC for approval.





4.1. The objective of Air Force Flight Test Center participation in airshows is to demonstrate professionalism and competence to the general public. It is imperative the public observe the very best from those representing the United States Air Force.





*4.1.1. (ADDED)  The Mission Commander will ensure all aircrew/ground crew members exceed dress and appearance standards set in AFI 36-2903, Dress and Personal Appearance of Air Force Personnel. Only approved patches will be worn.


*4.1.2. (ADDED)  The Mission Commander will ensure at least one crew member is at the static display aircraft when the airshow is open to the public.








*4.2.  (ADDED)  Alcohol will not be consumed during the static display.
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
