AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 23, is supplemented as follows:

*23.1.  There is a commercial outlet owned and operated by Industries for the Blind (IB), Inc-Milwaukee, located in Building 3736, Door 9 that carries janitorial, administrative supplies and individual equipment items except as identified in this paragraph.  Items available in this store cannot be obtained through Base Supply.  Exceptions:  The Base Supply Mobility Unit will manage and process all core mobility bag components for type bags A, B, and C.  The item record for these type items shall be assigned an Issue Exception Code “R” and an application code equal to: AW (A-Bag), BW (B-Bag), CW (C-Bag), or MW (Gas Mask).  Base Supply will also manage items in Federal Stock Group 84 that are centrally managed by an Air Logistics Center.  Equipment Authorized In-Use Details (EAID) and Due In From Maintenance (DIFM) items normally associated with a retail sale outlet should be ordered through base supply customer service to maintain accountability.
23.31.3.4.  Option 4 will be used to clear base personnel.  The out-processing point is customer service.
