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AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 27, is supplemented as follows:

*27.28.2.  The Standard Procurement System (SPS) will be used to maintain the non-NSN description file.  

*27.28.2.3.  If a description has been deleted from SPS or is not loaded in SPS and there is a requirement for the item it will be reloaded into SPS.

27.31.1.4.  This option will not be used.

27.31.1.5.  This option will not be used.
27.32.2.  This option will be used.  The Customer Service Element (CSE) will maintain an electronic file.  Copy one of the DD Form 1348-6 will be scanned and the image kept in the system until the stock number is deleted from SBSS.  If an automated system is not available then manual filing will be used.

27.32.2.1.2.  This option used for P-serialized stock numbers.  Enter both the P-serialized stock number and the part number into AIS.  If manual filing is used because the automated system is temporarily not available then option one, part number sequence only, will be selected.

27.32.2.2.  All non-standard stock numbers will be filed in AIS under stock number and part number.  If manual filing is utilized then only part number sequence will be used.

27.36.1.  This option will be used.  Technical Orders (TO) will be reconciled annually with other elements in Base Supply and supported organizations.  The reconciliation will include publication dates.

27.38.4.2.  This option will be used.

27.38.4.3.  This option may be used if the number of changes warrants the time required for batch processing.  Either create a file for processing using ASNUD, or submit AF Form 2011, ADPE Work Request, to Computer Operations.

27.42.3.1.1.  The M14, Stock Number Directory, is filed electronically.

27.42.3.2.1.  The work copy of the D04, Daily Transaction Record, will be filed until the next M14, is processed.  The master copy of the D04 is maintained electronically and does not require a paper file.

27.42.3.4.  The R02, Interchangeable & Substitute Group List, is processed monthly.  When necessary the Customer Service Lead Technician may request that program NGV404 will be processed.

27.92.2.2.2.  A Base Service Store/Tool Issue Center is not operational at this base.

*27.109.3.  It is also the responsibility of warehouse personnel to notify the persons performing CIC updates of any required changes.

27.117.2.1 (Added-AFFTC).  Application codes will be assigned to any item record identifiable to an aircraft system.  If a new application code is required, submit a written request through Procedures to CSE.  The request will include the applicable end item or weapon system, and stock numbers.  LGSPP will review the application code, ensuring it does not duplicate any existing codes.  The request is then forwarded to CSE to process the application code load transaction, TRIC IAP.

27.117.2.2 (Added-AFFTC).  CSE will conduct a semiannual review of application codes, utilizing ASNUD or other locally developed program.  All unauthorized codes will be deleted.

27.145.3.1.2.  The letter will include the following: authority for the requested FAD, the tail numbers of the aircraft authorized to use the OCCR, and an agreement to use a lower priority OCCR for routine issues and bench stock.  The Records Maintenance Unit will validate the letters annually.

27.145.5.2.3.  The preferred option is to load an off-base indicator, which allows increased processing time for off-base issues.  Issues should then be processed TEX J to prevent creating a Shipment Suspense Detail.  Because the off-base indicator affects numerous SBSS transactions, other considerations may prevent this option.

Attach 27A-2, Para 27A2.4, Table 27A2.2.  For FSC’s 7641, 7642, and 7643, process the FIL as follows:  POS 36-38 = HM8; POS 39-41 = XB3; POS 45 = 9; POS 90-99 = 0000000001.

Attach 27A-3, Para 27A3.13.6 (Added-AFFTC).  New item record loads for items coded local manufacture (RIC JBD, JBE and JBT) will have Stockage Priority Code (SPC) E assigned.  Items having the RIC changed to a local manufacture routing identifier from a normal source of supply as a result of status processing will require CSE to assign the SPC E.

Attach 27J-1, Para 27J1.4, Table 27J1.1, Note 6.  The initiator of the add/delete freeze code input will enter their name; reason for input or document number requiring reverse post, and the initiator’s office symbol.
