AFI 36-809, 22 April 1994 is supplemented as follows:





2.  RESPONSIBILITIES:





2.1.  Commander.





2.1.1 The Group Commander or equivalent (e.g., 412th Logistics Group, 95th Civil Engineer Group, Director of Technical Support) will prepare the letter of condolence, in coordination with the Labor and Employee Relations Section of Civilian Personnel, for the signature of the Center Commander or other appropriate Commander/Director. Provide a copy of the letter to 95 MSS/DPCE.





2.1.2.  When an appropriated fund employee dies, while in a duty status, the decedent’s Group Commander should be notified. If it is unknown where the deceased works, obtain this information from the Labor and Employee Relations Section of Civilian Personnel during normal duty hours or the Command Post at other times.





The decedent’s Group Commander or equivalent will normally serve as notification officer and notify the next of kin in person. The chaplain on duty, if available, will accompany the notification officer. The supervisor of the deceased employee should provide any relevant information to the notification officer (e.g. poor health of the spouse or pending divorce) and may be asked to accompany the notification officer and chaplain.





2.2.  Supervisor.





If the employee is retired military, notify the Customer Service Section in the Military Personnel Flight.
