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              AFFTC/SEF….…………1


This supplement and specific guidance provided by the Safety Office describes the Air Force Flight Test Center’s (AFFTC) Mishap Prevention Program.  The program applies to all AFFTC units and operations at Edwards AFB, at detached operating locations, or at other Air Force installations where AFFTC resources are involved.  

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS:  This supplement has substantially changed and must be completely reviewed.  Many requirements have been eliminated to include various document review requirements, weapons and contract safety requirements, and mishap notification requirements.  Requirements in these areas now default to other governing AF and AFMC instructions.  The AFFTC Safety and Health Council Membership list was removed as well as organizational responsibilities.  Flight Safety requirements were consolidated and condensed.  Finally, this supplement establishes the use of AFFTC/SE funds to support the use of Aero Club aircraft for travel to and from Regional Midair Collision Avoidances (MACA) briefings. 

AFI 91-202, 1 Aug 98, is supplemented as follows:

*7.1.1.  Flight Safety (AFFTC/SEF) will:

 7.1.1.1.  Conduct quarterly flying safety meetings for the AFFTC.  These meetings are normally conducted in March, June, September, and December.  All available AFFTC aircrew are required to attend.  

 7.1.1.2.  Organize and sponsor the morning events for AFFTC’s “Back-in-the-Saddle Day,” normally scheduled on the first duty day of the new year.  Unit presentations at this briefing will focus on “Lessons Learned” from the previous year.  

 7.1.1.3.  Conduct a quarterly Unit Flight Safety Officer (UFSO) meeting, normally in conjunction with the AFFTC Flight Safety meeting.  The purpose of the UFSO meeting is to provide training and to facilitate the flow of information between AFFTC safety staff and UFSOs.

*7.1.2.   Flying unit commanders will appoint at least one Flight Safety Officer (FSO), by letter, to implement their flight safety program.  Send a copy of the designation letter to AFFTC/SEF.  The unit FSO will be a rated officer, who is qualified in one or more of the unit’s aircraft and experienced in the organization’s missions. 

 7.1.2.1.  The FSO will forward their unit’s flying safety meeting minutes to AFFTC/SEF by the last duty day of the month.  Minutes, as a minimum, will include what was published in the unit’s Flight Crew Information File (FCIF), but may include slides used for the meeting.  The minutes and any slides will be posted on the Centernet’s flight safety web site.  The quarterly flying safety meetings can be substituted for that month’s unit flying safety meeting.  If TDYs or deployments make a monthly meeting impractical, a flying safety topics letter may be published in the FCIF in lieu of a flying safety meeting.  

*7.4.  To aid the AFFTC mishap prevention program and to expedite AFFTC safety investigations, aircraft commanders involved in an aircraft mishap or those that declare an in-flight emergency (IFE) will complete the AFFTC Aircraft Mishap Report Worksheet, AFFTC Form 5905.  This form will be completed and forwarded to the AFFTC Flight Safety Office as soon as possible following the mishap or IFE.  A copy should also be provided to their unit’s Flight Safety Officer.

*7.8.1.  (ADDED).   The Aero Club Flight Safety Advisor is encouraged to use Aero Club aircraft for transportation to and from local Midair Collision Avoidance (MACA) briefs and maintain minimum currency in club aircraft.  Safety office funds may be used to pay transportation charges.
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
