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BY ORDER OF THE COMMANDER                  
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AFJI 10-220, 13 Nov 2002, is supplemented as follows:

2.2.1. (Added-AFFTC)  Establishes requirements at the AFFTC for all contractor ground and flight operations where the government has assumed some risk of loss for aircraft, and procedures for the Director Flight Operations (DFO) and the Government Flight Representative (GFR) to follow to provide effective oversight and minimize the risk to government aircraft. 

3.1. (Added-AFFTC) This supplement applies to AFFTC government personnel.  Additionally, this supplement, if on contract, applies to AFFTC based contractors and their personnel whose duties pertain to the operation, or maintenance of any aircraft for which the government is assuming some of the risk of loss or damage under DFARS 252.228-7001/7002, Ground and Flight Risk Clause (G&FRC) or Aircraft Flight Risk Clause (AFRC).  

4.21.1. (Added-AFFTC)  The GFR assigned to the AFFTC is a rated USAF officer on current flying status, and is the single point of contact for all contractor flight issues at the AFFTC.  The AFFTC Commander is the Approving Authority who delegates to the AFFTC assigned GFR the responsibility for approving contractor flights, procedures, crewmembers/personnel, and ensuring contractor compliance with applicable provisions of the appropriate version of AFJI 10-220.  The AFFTC assigned GFR authority only extends to contracts that incorporate DFARS 252.228-7001 or DFARS 252.228-7002, and is delegated in writing by the appropriate DCMA office for contracts that are not AFFTC originated.  

4.29.1. (AFMC Sup)  Maintenance/Engineering Support Personnel (MESP) and Mission Essential Ground Personnel (MEGP) are non-crewmembers and shall follow medical and physiological training guidance listed in AFI 11-401, AFMC Supplement 1, Flight Management.
4.34.1. (Added-AFFTC)  Addition to the regulations listed in AFJI 10-220, AFMC Supplement 1, all units shall refer to AFFTC Instructions and Supplements.

5.1.1.3. (Added-AFFTC)  For contracts not originating at the AFFTC, contractors should incorporate AFFTC procedures into an annex/section of their parent company’s flight and ground procedures.

5.1.8.1.  (Added-AFFTC)  The AFFTC assigned GFR shall work with the primary GFR on reviewing and approving the contractor’s flight and ground operations procedures.

5.2.2.2.1. (Added-AFFTC)  Send waiver requests to AFFTC/PKMO for processing.  The AFFTC GFR shall forward waiver requests with recommendations to AFFTC/PKM (ACO).   If the contract is not AFFTC originated, the AFFTC/PKM shall send waiver requests to the appropriate DCMA ACO and the PCO for coordination.

5.3.1  Mishap Prevention Program.  Where contractors have flying operations and are co-located with an USAF unit, such as a CTF/ITF or TPS, the contractor shall integrate their mishap prevention program with their co-located CTF/ITF or TPS safety program.  

5.3.2.7 (Added-AFFTC)  Pre-mishap Plan.  Contractors assigned to a CTF/ITF or TPS are responsible for providing inputs to and following their respective squadron’s pre-mishap plan, in lieu of developing a separate pre-mishap plan.

5.3.4.6 (Added-AFFTC) Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting (ARFF) Procedures.  The 95th CEG provides all ARFF protection at Edwards AFB, which includes contractor flight and ground operations.

Enclosure 2, 1.1.1.  (AFMC Sup)  The contractor shall utilize their respective squadron’s flight planning area to the fullest extent possible.  

Enclosure 2, 1.2.1. (Added-AFFTC)  Contractors shall work with their assigned CTF/ITF or TPS to develop mission profiles for each flight.  Squadron representative shall approve the mission profile using AFMC Form 82/83.

Enclosure 2, 1.4.5.  (Added-AFFTC)  In accordance with applicable AFMC and AFFTC instructions.

Enclosure 2, 1.11.1.1. (Added-AFFTC)  Contractors assigned to a CTF/ITF or TPS shall use the appropriate USAF Flight Crew Information Files (FCIFs).

Enclosure 2, 2.2.1. (Added-AFFTC)  The GFR shall coordinate with the contractor’s assigned CTF/ITF or TPS to determine qualification or upgrade training.  Director or designated representative shall recommend either approval or disapproval on the DD Form 2627.

Enclosure 2, 5.3.3. (Added-AFFTC)  Contractors shall provide the GFR, in writing, justification for the request for dual qualification.  The GFR shall confer with the contractor’s assigned CTF/ITF or TPS for dual qualification.  Director or designated representative shall either concur or non-concur with the recommendation on the letter.  The GFR shall either disapprove or forward the request, through the DFO, to the approving authority IAW AFMC Supplement 1 (Enclosure 2, 5.3.2.1).  

Enclosure 2, 5.6.1. (Added-AFFTC)  The GFR shall confer with the contractor’s assigned CTF/ITF or TPS for aircraft substitutions during low flight periods caused by development/production delays.  Director or designated representative, and the DFO, shall either concur or non-concur with the recommendation on the letter.  The GFR shall either approve or disapprove the request. 

Enclosure 2, 5.7.1. (Added-AFFTC)  The GFR shall confer with the contractor’s assigned CTF/ITF or TPS on the contractor’s recommended recurrency program.  Director or designated representative, and the DFO, shall either concur or non-concur with the recommended program.

Enclosure 2, 6.1.2.1. (Added-AFFTC)  For MESP/MEGPs, AFI 11-401, AFMC Supplement 1 shall be followed for physiological training requirements.

Enclosure 2, 6.1.3.8. (Added-AFFTC)  For MESP/MEGPs, AFI 11-401, AFMC Supplement 1 shall be followed for Egress training requirements.

Enclosure 2, 6.1.6 (Added-AFFTC)  Newly assigned contractor crewmembers are required to attend the 3-day initial land survival course IAW AFI 11-301, AFFTC Supplement 1.

Enclosure 2, 8.2.1.1. (AFMC Sup)  The AFFTC Form 5499, Contractor Request for Flight Approval, shall be used for contractor flights at Edwards AFB. 

Enclosure 2, 8.2.2.1. (AFMC Sup)  For AFFTC assigned aircraft containing the G&FRC or AFRC, the time period for the AFFTC Form 5499 shall be for a one month period, starting at the beginning of the month (ie, 1 – 30 Apr 03).  For aircraft not assigned to the AFFTC, the AFFTC Form 5499 shall be filled out for each individual flight.  

Enclosure 2, 8.2.4.1. (AFMC Sup)   For AFFTC assigned aircraft containing the G&FRC or AFRC, only the names of contractor’s crewmembers, non-crewmembers, and passengers shall be depicted on the Contractor’s Request for Flight Approval.  

Enclosure 2, 8.2.6.  For contracts that contain the G&FRC or AFRC, and that are delegated to the AFFTC, the AFFTC Form 5499 must be completed.  AFFTC Form 5499 and instructions are listed in Attachment 1. 

Enclosure 3, 3.2.1.8 (Added-AFFTC)  Contractor shall comply with all applicable items in Section 5 of AFFTC Instruction 21-5, Foreign Object Damage (FOD) Prevention Program.

Enclosure 4, 2.4 (AFMC Sup)  At the AFFTC, surveillance of contractor flight and ground operations are accomplished by the GFR and the 412th Test Wing.  The GFR shall certify that the contractor’s crewmembers/non-crewmembers are properly approved to fly under the terms and scope of the contract and this supplement.  Additionally, the GFR shall ensure that the contractor crewmembers/non-crewmembers, operating under his/her cognizance, are current and qualified to perform the contract mission.  The GFR shall retain final approval authority for all contractor flights under his/her cognizance.  The 412th Test Wing shall provide technical surveillance of specific flight test projects or programs, through a CTF/ITF, TPS, or an assigned project manager.  Representatives from the 412th Test Wing and Contract Management (AFFTC/PKM) shall participate in safety planning for AFFTC tests, IAW AFFTC Instruction 91-5, AFFTC Test Safety Review Process, before the start of any contractor flight test activity at the AFFTC.  CTF/ITF or TPS, or designees shall approve flight test cards in support of contractor flights.   Any disputes arising between a contractor and CTF/ITF or TPS personnel concerning flight test points, mission profiles, etc., shall be referred immediately to the GFR.   The CTF/ITF or TPS shall not approve any disputed test cards until the issue is resolved by the GFR or ACO. 

Enclosure 4, 3.1.1 (AFMC Sup)  At the AFFTC, the GFR oversees multiple contractor operations, therefore a schedule shall be established for reviewing each contractor flight and ground procedures anytime a change in the primary GFR occurs.  This timeframe shall not exceed 120 days.

Enclosure 4, 3.4.1 (Added-AFFTC)  TDY military and contractor aircrews shall be briefed on AFFTC applicable procedures and local flight rules by their respective CTF/ITF or TPS.

Enclosure 4, 3.5.1 (Added-AFFTC)  For aircraft assigned to a CTF/ITF or TPS, the respective CTF/ITF Director or designee, or TPS Commandant or designee shall determine flight profile and approve flight test cards for each mission.  The GFR shall ensure that the contractor’s flight operations procedures reflect this policy.

Enclosure 4, 3.7.1 (AFMC Sup)  The DFO (412th OG/CC), is the approving authority for day-to-day contractor flights in test and test support aircraft assigned to the AFFTC.  The AFMC Form 81 or AFFTC Form 5416 is used to document flight management authority.  Coordinate the AFMC Form 81 or AFFTC Form 5416 through the GFR to verify that the contractor’s crewmembers/non-crewmembers are allowed to fly within the scope of the contract.   When multiple currencies are authorized by contract for contractor aircrews that support a CTF/ITF or TPS, the 412th Test Wing is responsible for scheduling and approving test support (chase/target) and proficiency missions in AFFTC assigned aircraft.  Contractor crewmembers shall only be scheduled for support/proficiency missions with the 412th Test Wing in response to a specific request from the respective CTF/ITF or TPS, with contractual justification.  Flight approval shall be in accordance with AFI 11-401.  The contractor, the GFR, and the respective squadron shall monitor crewmembers currency and qualifications.  

Enclosure 4, 3.7.2 (Added-AFFTC)  The GFR, within the terms of the secondary contract administrative delegation (if applicable), shall approve all contractor flights under his/her cognizance using the AFFTC Form 5499.  Before requesting approval for any test flights, contractors shall comply with AFFTC Instruction 91-5.  For AFFTC assigned aircraft, the GFR signature states that contractor crewmembers/non-crewmembers are administratively approved and qualified to fly, within the scope of the contract listed, and authorizes aircraft release.  The GFR shall forward a signed copy of the AFFTC Form 5499 to the respective CTF/ITF or TPS.  In turn, the CTF/ITF and TPS shall incorporate the approved AFFTC Form 5499 into their go/no go process for contractor aircrew flight authorization.

Enclosure 4, 3.7.3 (Added-AFFTC)  The AFMC Form 83, or AFMC Form 82 for off-station, shall be used as the contractor’s flight authorization.  For non-AFFTC aircraft not assigned to a CTF/ITF or TPS, the AFFTC Form 5499 is used for the contractor’s flight authorization.  

Enclosure 4, 3.8.7   The contractor, CTF/ITF or TPS, and GFR shall ensure that the appropriate number of crewmembers are authorized and that programs include sufficient flying time for currency and proficiency IAW AFI 11-2FTV1.  Additionally, the GFR shall not approve any crewmember until the contractor’s flight procedures have been approved.  

Enclosure 4, 5.2.1.1 (AFMC Sup)  The GFR and 412 OG/OGV shall jointly evaluate the CTF/ITF and TPS using HQ AFMC/DOV and locally devised checklists.  

Enclosure 4, 5.2.6.1  Conduct a formal in brief.  A formal in brief with the Squadron, Contractor, and evaluation team establishes the objectives of the inspection.

Enclosure 4, 5.2.7.1 (Added-AFFTC)  The formal out-brief shall be attended by the Squadron CC or his designated representative, the contractor, and the evaluation team.  

Enclosure 4, 5.2.8.4.1 (AFMC Sup) The GFR shall provide a report to the PK Director and ACO within 20 working days after completion of the survey.
