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*1.  This pamphlet applies to all prospective applicants, to assist them in correctly accomplishing their request for a Civil Aircraft Landing Permit. It contains all the required information necessary to successfully complete each application. The airfield manager is authorized to approve most civil aircraft landings at Edwards Air Force Base. However, requests to utilize other Air Force installations on the same application will require the request to be forwarded to HQ USAF for approval. If you need assistance in the situation, contact 412 OSS/OSAM Edwards AFB CA 93524-6460 or call the airfield manager at DSN 527-4071 or 527-3808; Commercial (805) 277-4071 or (805) 277 3808.





2.  RESPONSIBILITIES.





2.1.  Each applicant is responsible for reviewing this pamphlet and accurately completing applicable forms before submitting them to the approving authority. The types of use normally authorized are specified in attachment 1. The verification required for each type of use must be included with the application. To allow time for processing, all documents and a self-addressed, stamped envelope should be submitted at least 30 days before the date of the first intended landing. The name of the user must be the same on all forms. Original handscribed signatures, not facsimile elements are required on all forms. Prospective civil users of Edwards AFB must apply for authorization and must:


2.1.1.  Have the insurance company or an authorized agent complete and sign DD Form 2400, Civil Aircraft Certification of Insurance. The user name in item 3 of the DD Form 2400, must correspond with user name in item 1 of DD Form 2401, Civil Aircraft Landing Permit. All coverages must be stated in US dollars. See AFI 10-1001, Civil Aircraft Landing Permit, for required minimum coverage. The DD Form 2400 is valid until one day before insurance expiration date. A DD Form 2400 with the statement “until canceled” in lieu of a specific expiration date is valid for two years from the effective date. Upon expiration, the DD Form 2400 must be resubmitted along with DD Form 2401, for continued use of Edwards AFB. The DD Form 2400 may be sent to the airfield manager, 412 OSS/OSAM Edwards AFB CA 93524-6460 by either the user or the insurer.


2.1.2.  Prepare and sign a separate set of DD Forms 2401, Civil Aircraft Landing Permit for each type of use requested. Submit DD form 2401 in an original and three copies when forwarding to the airfield manager at Edwards AFB, and an original and two copies if forwarding to HQ USAF/XOOCA. All signatures must be original and not facsimile.


2.1.2.1.  Provide, in alphabetical order, the name and location of each US Air Force installation requested for use. The statement “Any US Air Force Installation Worldwide” is acceptable for users performing AMC charters. “Any US Air Force Installation Within the CONUS” is acceptable, if warranted by government business, for other users.


2.1.2.2.  Provide a brief explanation of purpose for use with verification for each type of use as specified in attachment 1. When the purpose for use does not correspond with the categories listed in attachment 1, it may be considered if sufficient justification is provided.


2.1.2.3.  Aircraft registration numbers are required unless the DD Form 2400 indicates coverage for “Any aircraft of the listed model owned and or operated” in lieu of specific registration numbers. All other aircraft information must be provided.


2.1.2.4.  The period of use is determined by the insurance expiration date shown on a completed DD Form 2400, or two years from the date the permit is issued when the insurance expiration date either exceeds two years or is indefinite (for example, “until canceled”).


2.1.2.5.  Once the DD Form 2401 has been approved and distributed, users may make no further entries or amendments without the consent of the approving authority.


2.1.2.6.  Upon expiration, resubmit DD Form 2401 along with DD Form 2400 for continued use of US Air Force installation.


2.1.3.  Complete, sign, and send original DD Form 2402, Civil Aircraft Hold Harmless Agreement, to the airfield manager, 412 OSS/OSAM Edwards AFB CA 93524-6460. When the user is a corporation, the DD Form 2402 must be completed and signed by a second corporate officer (other than the officer executing DD Form 2402) to certify the signature of the first officer. As necessary, the US Air Force also may require that the form be authenticated by an appropriately designated third official. Once the completed and signed DD Form 2402 has been accepted by an approving authority, and unless rescinded for cause, it is valid until obsolete, and need not be resubmitted to the same approving official. (Exception:  Corporations must resubmit DD Form 2402 every five years).


2.1.4.  When requesting landing authorization for Air Force installations other than Edwards AFB, forward the following paperwork directly to HQ USAF/XOO-CA, 1480 Air Force Pentagon, Rm 4D1010, Wash, DC 20330-1480: DD Form 2401 in an original and two copies (original signatures required on all forms): DD Form 2400 in an original: and DD Form 2402 in an original. Allow 30 days for the processing of your request by HQ USAF.

CIVIL AIRCRAFT CONDITIONS OF USE





1. Conditions for Use of US Air Force Installations.


The US Air Force authorizes use of its installations for a specific purpose by a named individual or company(not transferable to a second or third party) which does not extend to other types of civil aviation use. An approved landing permit does not obligate the US Air Force to provide supplies, equipment, or facilities other than landing, taxiing, and parking areas. Personnel on board are only authorized activities at the installation directly related to the type of use granted. All users are expected to submit their application (DD Forms 2400, 2401, and 2402) at least 30 days in advance of intended use and , except for weather alternate use, must contact the airfield manager or installation commander for final clearance at least 24 hours in advance of arrival. Failure to comply with either time limit may result in denied landing rights.





2.  Types of Civil Use.  Listed below are specific types of civil use the US Air Force normally authorizes. Others may be considered if sufficient justification is provided. Application for each type of use in paragraphs “a” through “o” below will be used when a landing permit number is assigned.





	a.  Contractor or Subcontractor Personnel.





		(1)  A US or foreign contractor or subcontractor operating corporate or personal aircraft, who uses a US Air Force installation to fulfill the terms of US Government contract.





		(2)  Verification:  The contractor or subcontractor must indicate on the DD Form 2401 the current government contract numbers; the US Air Force installation required for each contract; a brief description of the work to be performed; and the name, telephone number, and address of the government contracting officer. NOTE: Potential contractors may not land at US Air Force installations for the purpose of pursuing or presenting an unsolicited proposal for procurement of government business.





	b.  Demonstration Flights.





		(1)  Permits an aircraft or aircraft component manufacturer to display or demonstrate aircraft (nonaerobatic) or installed components to US Government representatives who have procurement interest or authority, or certification responsibilities.





		(2)  Verification: Nonaerobatic demonstration or display must be a contractual provision or presented at the request of an authorized US Government representative. The name, address, and telephone number of the requesting government representative or contracting officer and contract number must be included on the DD Form 2401.





	c.  Active Duty Military.





		(1)  Authorizes active duty US military members, operating their own aircraft or aircraft leased at their own expense, to use any US Air Force installation for official duty transportation (temporary duty, permanent change of station, etc.) or for private non-revenue flights. (Members of the US Public Health Service are considered active duty US military.)





		(2)  Verification:  Provide social security number in block 1 on DD Form 2401.





	d.  Reserve Forces:





		(1)  Permits members of the US Reserve Forces (including Reserve Officer Training Corps and National Guard) operating their own aircraft, leased at their own expense, to use a specific US Air Force installation �
where their assigned unit is located to fulfill their official duty commitment or for TDY at other installations when on official travel orders.





�
		(2)  Verification: Request routed through commander for an endorsement which validates military status and requirement for use of the US Air Force installations listed on permit application. When appropriate, travel orders must be on board the aircraft.





	e.  Dependents of active duty US Military personnel, other US uniformed service personnel, (CC), or US Reserve Forces personnel (DD).





		(1)  Dependents operating their own aircraft, leased aircraft, or other available aircraft in conjunction with activities related to entitlements as a dependent of a uniformed service member.





		(2)  Verification: DD form 1173, Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card number or social security number, identification card expiration date, and a letter of endorsement from sponsor.





	f.  Civilian employees of the US Government.





		(1)  Permits civilian employees of the US Government, operating their own aircraft, or aircraft leased at their own expense, to use US Air Force installations only for official government business travel. 





		(2)  Verification: A copy of current travel orders or other official travel certification ( supervisors endorsement in block 4 of DD Form 2401) must be on board the aircraft.





	g.  Retired US military members and other retired US uniformed service members with a military identification card that authorizes use of the commissary, base exchange, and or military medical facilities (G).





		(1)  Retired Service members, operating their own aircraft, leased aircraft, or other available aircraft in conjunction with activities related to retirement entitlements authorized by law or regulation.





		(2)  Verification: Copy of Retirement orders on file with approving authority.





	h. Dependents of retired US military personnel and other retired US uniformed service personnel (GG), or US Reserve Forces personnel(DD).





		(1)  Dependents of retired Service members operating their own aircraft, leased aircraft, or other available aircraft in conjunction with activities related to entitlements authorized by law or regulation as a dependent of a retired Service member.





		(2)  DD Form 1173, Uniformed Service Identification and Privilege Card number, or social security number, identification card expiration date, sponsor’s retirement orders, and a letter of endorsement from sponsor.





	I.  Civil Air Patrol (CAP).





		(1)  CAP members operating personal or CAP aircraft for official CAP activities.





		(2)  Verification: Endorsement of the application by HQ CAP-USAF/XOO, 105 South Hansell Street, Maxwell AFB, AL 36112-6332.





	j.  Aero Club Member.





		(1)  Permits individual to operate their own aircraft into and out of the US Air Force airfield where they hold active aero club membership.





		(2)  Verification: Written endorsement on the DD Form 2401 by the aero club manager which validates the individual’s aero club membership. (Members using US Air Forces aero club facilities located on a civil airfield must provide the endorsement and DD Forms 2400 and 2402, to the local commander. DD Form 2401 is not required.)





	k.  Weather Alternate Airport.





		(1)  Permits scheduled air carriers to divert to a specified US Air Force installation when weather conditions require a change from the original destination while in flight. Aircraft may not be dispatched from the point of departure to US Air Force airfield which has been designated as an approved weather alternate.





		(2)  Verification: Actual use is predicated on weather conditions at scheduled destination. Scheduled route structure must encompass the US Air Force airfield for use.





	l.  Air Mobility Command (AMC). Contract or Charter.





		(1)  Permits an air carrier to use a US Air Force installation under the terms of an AMC contract. Landing permits for this type of use are processed by HQ AMC/DOA.





		(2)  Verification: International flights must have a AMC Form 8, Civil Aircraft Certificate, on board the aircraft. Domestic flights must have either a Certificate of QUICKTRANS(US Navy), a Certificate of Courier Service Operations (AMC), or a Certificate of Inter-Alaska Operations (amc) on board the aircraft.





	m.  US Government Contract or Charter Operator.





		(1)  Permits an air carrier to us a US air Force installation under the terms of the US Government contract or charter agreement by a US Government department or agency other than the DOD.





		(2)  Verification: Carrier must identify the chartering agency and provide the name, address, and telephone number of the government official procuring the transportation. An official government document must be on board the aircraft to substantiate that the flight is operating for US Government department of agency. (National Aeronautics and Space Administration charters are identified by SF 1169, US Government Transportation Request; Army and Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES) charters are identified by AAFES Form 4150-1, AAFES Purchase and Delivery Order).





	n.  Contractor or Subcontractor Charter.





		(1)  An operator who uses a US Air Force installation for transportation of US or foreign contractor or subcontractor personnel or cargo in support of current US Government contract.





		(2)  Verification: The contractor or subcontractor must provide written validation to the approving authority that the charter will be operating on their behalf in fulfilling the terms of a government contract, to include current government contract numbers and titles; the US Air Force installations which are required; and the name, address, telephone number, and address of the government contracting officer.





	o.  DOD Charter.


�



		(1)  A civil aircraft operator who uses a US Air Force installation for the official transportation of DOD personnel or cargo.





		(2)  Verification: Tender of service approved by the Military Transportation Management Command (MTMC) and an SF 1169 or SF 1103, US Government Bill of Lading, on the aircraft, to validate the operation is for the DOD (AFR 75-2). (Passenger charters arranged by the MTMC are assigned a commercial air movement (CAM) or civil air freight movement number each time a trip is awarded. Installations will normally be notified by message at least 24 hours in advance of pending CAM operation.)





		(3)  Verification: Concurrence of the installation commander, base operations officer, and public affairs officer.





	p.  Other. Under certain circumstances, based on the justification provided, use of US Air Force installations may be authorized for:





		(1)  Aircraft certification testing as required by FARs which does not involve use of Air Force testing hardware.





		(2)  Commercial development testing at Air Force flight test facilities (AFI 99-101).





		(3)  Commercial charter operations.





		(4)  Commercial aircrew training flights.





		(5)  Private, non-revenue-producing flights.





		(6)  Temporary scheduled air service.





		(7)  Foreign government charter.





		(8)  Flights transporting foreign military sales (FMS) material (hazardous, oversized, or classified cargo only). Verification: Cargo information must be as specified in AFI 10-1001, Table 1, Paragraph 26. Application must also include the Department of Transportation exemption number when hazardous cargo is to be transported, if required.





		(9)  Certified flight record attempts.





		(10)  Political candidates (for security reasons only). Aircraft either owned or chartered explicitly for a Presidential or Vice Presidential candidate, including not more than one accompanying overflow aircraft for the candidate’s staff and press corps. Candidate must be a Presidential or Vice Presidential candidate who is being furnished protection by the US Secret Service. Aircraft clearance is predicated on the Presidential or Vice Presidential candidate being aboard one of the aircraft (either on arrival or departure). After normal duty hours, flight schedule changes must be reported through the HQ US Air Force Operations Center. Normal landing fees will be charged. Fuel may be sold on a cash or credit basis (AFR 144-9). To reduce conflict with US statutes and        


US Air Force operational requirements, and to provide expeditious handling of aircraft and passengers, the following guidance applies for the installation commander.





			(a)  Minimum official (base officials) welcoming party.





			(b)  No special facilities are to be provided.





			(c)  No on-base political rallies or speeches.

			(d)  No official transportation should be provided for unauthorized personnel (press, 				       local populace, etc.).





		(11)  Verification: The Secret Service must confirm that use has been requested in support of their security responsibilities.





�
		(12)  Aircraft either owned or personally chartered for transportation of the President, Vice President, or a past President of the United States; the head of any US Federal department or agency; or a member of the Congress. Use by other than the President or Vice President must be for official government business. Any request received by MAJCOM or installation commanders from or for members of the Congress must be reported to the Director of Legislative liaison (SAF/LL) as prescribed in AFI 90-401.

LIGHT AIRCRAFT INFORMATION AND VFR ARRIVAL/DEPARTURE ROUTES FOR EDWARDS AFB





1.  Numerous RDT&E activities in the R-2508 Complex preclude furnishing IFR separation.





	a.  Transient aircraft may expect IFR separation delays entering R2508 Complex areas enroute to Edwards AFB.





	b.  Transient aircraft may expect IFR separation within restricted area R-2515 only in IMC. All arrivals/departures within R2515 will be conducted VFR. “See and avoid”. Aircraft departing Edwards AFB on an IFR flight plan can expect to pick up their IFR clearance at the boundary of the R2508 Complex.





2.  All Aircraft





	a.  R-2508 Complex MOA procedural briefing is required for all transient aircraft prior to obtaining a Prior Permission Request (PPR) number. Obtain PPR number at least 24 hours before each landing by calling Base Operations at (805) 277-2222/3571, or DSN 527-2222/3571. Base Operations dispatch personnel will request a FAX number to send you the Airspace Briefing. After receipt/understanding of the Airspace Briefing, recall Base Operations and the dispatch person on duty will provide the PPR number.





	b.  All aircraft entering the R2515 airspace must have a properly executed DD Form 175 or FAA 7233-1 (Flight Plan) on file with ARTCC, FSS, or Base Operations. Civil aircraft operators must have approved DD Form 2401, Civilian Aircraft Landing Permit, on board the aircraft, or on file with Edwards Base Operations when landing at Edwards AFB. All civilian aircraft must have a UHF or VHF two-way radio capable of voice communications with the ATC Radar Control Facility (Callsign SPORT) the High Desert Terminal Radar Approach Control (TRACON) (Callsign JOSHUA Approach), and the Edwards Control Tower on the assigned air-to-ground frequencies. Communications frequencies are:

	c.  Radio contact is mandatory. Prior to entry into R-2515, contact SPORT on 272.0 or 132.75 (1400-0600Z Mon-Fri,) unless otherwise assigned by ATC. VHF-only aircraft must have 120.7 (tower) two-way capability.





3.  Light Aircraft Procedures.





	a.  Arrivals.  Prior to entering the R-2508 Complex, contact JOSHUA Approach for amended clearance. Light aircraft are authorized the following altitude arrival/departure corridors during VMC. Before entering R-2515, contact SPORT (272.0 or 132.75) for route approval and flight following. When tower advises on departure, contact SPORT for flight following and traffic advisories. When SPORT is unavailable, remain in contact with Edwards tower. CAUTION: Transient aircraft, in the VFR pattern, must exercise extreme caution when turning final to Rwy 04-22 (Main Base) so as not to align themselves with the South Base Rwy (06-24).





	b.  Departures.  Contact ground control for appropriate clearance, route, and takeoff instructions. After airborne, contact SPORT (132.75) for flight following and traffic advisories. After crossing R-2508 Complex boundary outbound, change to enroute frequency as appropriate. Commence IFR clearance at this point.





	c.  When visual conditions exist, all light aircraft 12,500#GW and below (no turbo jets) arrivals and departures will use the following VFR routes unless otherwise directed.





*Note:  The Buckhorn, Lancaster and direct north/south/arrival/departure routes are not authorized when the Alpha Corridor is active. Departures and arrivals to/from the east are not authorized when the PIRA is active.





		(1)  Rosamond Route-  ARRIVAL: Contact SPORT one NM east of Rosamond. Proceed east remaining directly over Rosamond Blvd. Maintain 3,300’ MSL until past Rosamond Dry Lake then descend and maintain 2800’ MSL. Contact tower at the bend in Rosamond Blvd. Continue to track directly over Rosamond Blvd. until one half mile east of the Rod and Gun Club/Small Arms Range then: *CAUTION: be alert for Buckhorn arrivals/departures. For Main Base - continue to the Golf Course. Route ends abeam of Golf Course. Follow tower instructions to applicable runway pattern (maintaining 2,800’ MSL). For South Base - After passing Small Arms Range, turn right heading 095° to General’s Hill for transition to applicable runway pattern maintaining 2,800’ MSL. Advise Edwards Tower prior to crossing extended centerline of Rwy 04-22. DEPARTURES - From Main Base - Fly heading 270° at 2,800 MSL to the Golf Course then:  From South Base - Fly heading 235° at 2,800 MSL. Crossing Lancaster BLVD., turn right heading 275° to intercept Rosamond Blvd. Then maintain one quarter NM north of Rosmond Blvd. Contact SPORT abeam Golf Course. At bend-in-the-road climb to 3,300’ Continue to Rosamond. Caution:  Be alert for model airplanes north of Rosamond Blvd. on Rosamond Dry Lake.





		(2)  Buckhorn Route - ARRIVAL: Altitude 2,800’ MSL. Pilots shall not fly north of Avenue E (last major east/west surface street) without clearance from either SPORT or Tower.





When cleared, proceed inbound one half mile NM east of Rosamond Dry Lake’s east shoreline heading 360° to intercept Rosamond Blvd., and fly east following the Rosamond arrival procedures for South or Main Base. *CAUTION:  Be alert for Rosamond arrivals approaching Bend-the-road. DEPARTURES:  Follow Rosamond departure procedures from Main Base or South Base to Bend-in-the-Road. At the bend in Rosamond Blvd., fly heading 180° over the east shore of Rosamond Dry Lake until clear of the restricted area. *CAUTION:  Be alert for Rosamond arrivals approaching Bend-the-road. **NOTE:  Pilots flying the Buckhorn arrival or departure route are reminded to use caution when flying these routes due to the close proximity of the Small Arms Range (it is the pilot’s responsibility to completely avoid overflying the Small Arms Range).





		(3)  Lancaster Blvd. Route-ARRIVAL: Altitude 2,800’ MSL. Pilots shall not fly north of Avenue E (Last major east/west surface street prior to turning northbound on 120th without clearance from either SPORT or Tower). When cleared, proceed within one quarter NM east of Lancaster Blvd. until abeam General’s Hill Radar to enter pattern at South or Main Base. Contact tower when instructed. DEPARTURE: Departures may be from either Main or South Base will fly west of General’s Hill to proceed outbound within one quarter NM west of Lancaster Blvd., until clear of restricted area. Contact SPORT crossing or joining Lancaster Blvd.





		(4)  Highway 58 West Route:  ARRIVAL:  (Not authorized for South Base. South Base use Rosamond Arrival). Altitude 2,800’ feet MSL. Contact SPORT at Mojave. Fly east remaining within one quarter NM south of Hwy 58 until intersection of Hwy 58 and road to California City and contact tower when instructed. Fly heading 140° to the north end of Taxiway E (Contractor’s Row) for transition to applicable runway pattern. DEPARTURE: (Not authorized for South Base. South Base use Rosamond Departure). From the north end of Contractor’s Row, fly  heading of 320° to intercept Hwy 58. Proceed west within one quarter NM north of Hwy 58 maintaining 2,800’ feet MSL. Contact SPORT joining Hwy 58.





		(5)  Highway 58 East Route:  ARRIVAL: (Not authorized for South Base arrivals) Altitude 2,800’  MSL. Contact SPORT at the intersection of US Hwy 395 and Hwy 58(Kramer Junction/Four Corners). Proceed westbound within one-quarter NM north of Hwy 58 until abeam of Borax Mines settling ponds, then fly heading 230° to intercept or maintain parallel track with lakebed Rwy 23. Do not go beyond one half NM south of lakebed Rwy 23. At mid-lake, transition to applicable runway pattern (maintain 2,800’ MSL). Contact tower when instructed. 


DEPARTURE: (Not authorized for South Base). Fly outbound track parallel to Lakebed Rwy 5, remaining within one half NM south, to intercept Hwy 58. Remain within one quarter NM south of Hwy 58 east to US 395 maintaining 2,800’ MSL. Contact SPORT turning eastbound along Hwy 58.





�
		(6)  Alternate Highway 58 East departure/arrival for South Base (when Lancaster and Buckhorn route are not available). DEPARTURE: Altitude 2,800’ MSL. Fly east from South Base on Twy 6/24 extended centerline. At east shore of Roger Dry Lakebed, remain north of bend in Mercury Blvd., intercept north/south road (Rich Rd) west of Leuhman Ridge (Phillips Lab/Rocket Site). Proceed north, maintaining right side of road until intercepting Hwy 58. Fly one quarter NM south of Hwy 58 Contact SPORT joining Hwy 58.


ARRIVAL: Follow Hwy 58 East arrival procedures until abeam Borax mines settling ponds, then fly southbound keeping to right of Rich Rd. Turn west abeam the Rocket Site gate to the east and the 2,450’ knoll on the drylake shoreline (approx one and a half miles north of Mercury Blvd.). Remain one half mile north side of both the bend in Mercury Blvd., and the extended centerline of South Base Rwy 6/24. Contact tower when instructed.
